


A GUIDE TO INSTALLATION

When you have placed your order, we will carry out a full technical site survey to give you a precise cost for installation, as well as checking that your chosen fireplace/basket will physically fit.  We will also size the slips and hearth, if applicable.
  
However, the following is a guide to what is involved with installation, and ballpark costs, to help budget your project:

· To install a surround (mantel), slips and hearth is in the region of £400 + VAT*, depending on the material (wood, stone, marble) and style of fireplace.  

This figure relates purely to the installation of the fireplace, but includes the rendering of the internal chamber – which can subsequently be painted black, or left ‘natural’.  The fitter does not paint the render black (ordinary emulsion is fine) as the render requires to dry out for a few days after installation.   

This figure also does not include re-plastering chimney breasts (but the fitter will make good and leave a pre-decorator’s finish), cutting and relaying carpets or re-instating skirting boards.

· To install a stove is in the region of £300 + VAT.

· To remove an existing fireplace and/or brickwork; knocking open the chamber; bricking down a chamber is from £150 + VAT, depending on the amount of work involved.  This includes responsible disposal of the surround and rubble.

In addition to the above, the following items may be required (if they are not already in situ) and will be installed by the fitter:

· Air ventilation (a HETAS and Gas Safe Register regulation) is £120 + VAT.

· A throated lintel is £70 + VAT.   Building Regulations recommend the fitting of a throated lintel to ease the passage of fumes up into the chimney.   

If you are going to be burning a gas fire, there are additional costs involved:   

· Connecting/commissioning of a new gas fire by a Gas Safe Registered engineer is in the region of £125 + VAT.  This assumes that gas is already run into the chamber.  If a gas run is required, this would be subject to survey, and the cost will be dependent on the length of the gas run.   Note:  A new gas fire is commissioned a few days after installation to allow the render in the chamber to dry out.

· Disconnecting/re-connecting an existing gas fire is in the region of £180 + VAT.  It is sometimes necessary to disconnect an existing gas fire prior to installation.   

We can also arrange for the disconnection and disposal of an existing gas fire.  This is in the region of £80 + VAT.


· Some fitters, Gas Safe engineers, chimney sweeps are not VAT registered.
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
